Staying sharp and training the brain also increases your overall
intelligence.

It's the ability to absorb and understand
knowledge. A trained brain retains knowledge
and builds pathways for the recollection of answers.

You may never be trapped on the 85th floor with only 20 feet
of rope, a tennis shoe and a pocket knife, but if you are, the
sharp mind can craft an out-of-the-box way out of that situation,
whereas the dull mind has very limited options.
